Film Bazaar also features a script workshop run in collaboration with Ams-
terdam-based Binger FilmLab and the Primexchange packaging workshop in collaboration
with Berlin-based Primehouse, In 2009, under her watch, NFDC launched an ambitious
film restoration programme of films produced by the NFDC in tandem with similar pro-
jects on a global scale. The programme, which inaugurated with Satyajit Ray’s filmography,
has the aim of restoring and digitalising around a hundred Indian film classics produced by
NEDC, sixty of which are already undergoing restoration. The current initiatives of NFDC
include a plan for creation of a circuit of arthouse cinemas.
